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The Hampton Roads Community Foundation recently awarded the Judeo Christian Outreach Center a $50,000 challenge grant to help relocate the men’s emergency shelter in Virginia Beach. The organization provides emergency housing for homeless people in addition to nightly meals, job and life-skills training and medical services. The new men’s shelter will be the first step in a redesign of the center’s campus. 

Judeo Christian Outreach Center was among eight regional nonprofits awarded a total of $538,291 during the foundation’s third grant session for 2011, which focused on human services in Hampton Roads. Also awarded foundation grants were:

· Samaritan House, $181,800 to make major repairs at four of its Virginia Beach properties with half the funds coming from the Sue Cook Winfrey Memorial Fund that helps abused women and children. Samaritan House provides emergency, transitional and permanent homes for families dealing with domestic abuse or homelessness.
· Children’s Hospital of The King’s Daughters, $88,255 from the Sue Cook Winfrey Memorial Fund to hire a family advocate for the regional child abuse program. 

· Jewish Family Service of Tidewater, $75,000 to help renovate and furnish new office space at the Sandler Family Campus in Virginia Beach.

· Planned Parenthood of Southeastern Virginia, $40,000 for two servers to run an electronic health records system.

· Equi-Kids Therapeutic Riding Program, $35,692 to purchase equipment and saddles for the regional program that provides therapeutic horseback riding for people with disabilities.

· Chesapeake Service Systems, $35,544 to make equipment at its laundry safer and healthier for disabled workers.
· Habitat for Humanity of South Hampton Roads, $32,000 for new computers and a server for the organization that builds homes for low-income families.

The Hampton Roads Community Foundation is southeastern Virginia’s largest grant and scholarship provider – awarding more than $12.3 million last year. This was the third round of grants for 2011. Details on applying for grants are at www.hamptonroadscf.org.
